Example: Manitoba. Junior Encyclopedia of Canada. 2000. 3. Pages 156-168.
Magazine
Article Title. Magazine Title. Month year. Pages the article is found on.
Example: Hyenas. Wild. February 2006. Pages 20-21.

Internet (Website)
Website Title. Website address.
Example: Wonderful World of Insects. http://www.earthlife.net/insects.
Video
Video Title. Year of publication. Video.
Example: The Water Cycle. 2011. Video.
